When	used	by	Google	Analytics	this	is	always	a	Session	cookie	which	is	destroyed
when	the	user	closes	their	browser.	Where	it	is	seen	as	a	Persistent	cookie	it	is
therefore	likely	to	be	a	different	technology	setting	the	cookie.
